Some of which were my fault,
others were out of my control.

This project, also, endured a lot of changes, in addition to the initial topic change. This is
because following the first change, | only knew | wanted to focus on love. That said, one of the
obstacles | faced, was that | wasn't sure what direction | wanted to take this in, filmwise. |
juggled between maintaining the documentary aspect of interviewing people from a variety of
different backgrounds landing me on POV: Love Through the Lens of Others. Which stuck, for a
while, until | realized that love, in this sense, is very personal, and | wanted to keep it that way.
Resulting in me personifying love, and writing a letter.

Following that, another obstacle that | faced was imposter syndrome. Although this isn't
physical, it is a very real and personal thing that occurs within all artists, especially young adults,
who haven't yet made it into an industry. This resulted in me wanting/ needing everything to be
“perfect” before | started. Things like the letter, the shot list, and how | wanted the final to look.
